	Perception of the problem
	no big deal, lots of girls get pregnant, it’s okay, it’s cool, boys want you to have their babies, about the same 
	only a problem in some parts of Sunshine City, mostly in Black girls. Getting worse, spreading to suburbs 
	lack of teen access to preventive and primary care, lack of adolescent-specific health care services

	Cause(s) of the problem
	peer pressure to have sex, no place to get birth control, parents don’t care if you get pregnant, boredom/nothing to do after school
	lack of parent supervision, values; TV and movies promoting sex and violence; kids just don(t care about their future like we did; drugs and alcohol 
	little sex education in schools plus little frank conversation at home about responsible choices in sexuality; current education targets high school - too late

	Prevention
	parents and teachers showing they really care about us, Norplant or pills or condoms in school 
	stricter teachers and discipline in schools, more police to patrol parks and malls, more education to teens about the dangers of sex-with parent permission
	effective comprehensive middle school age education and younger about responsible parenthood, self image, and risk avoidance 

	Potential solutions
	teen clinic run by teens in school to counsel peers to say (no and/or  give contraception if asked
	public service ads on TV about the dangers of sex and drugs, train parents to teach groups of children in middle school about choices, before high school, expelling girls who are pregnant from public schools
	comprehensive school-linked or school-based clinics; public awareness campaign across Sunshine City on unintended pregnancy, involvement of Black churches in prevention, reaching out to young males

	Availability of contraception services
	need more places to go; Planned Parent-hood has anti-abortion pickets making it too uncomfortable to use clinics
	only with written parent permission, through family doctor
	essential with confidentiality for emancipated minors needing access; parent involvement preferred 

	Perceived barriers to adolescent health care 
	kids don’t know where to go for help, don’t have someone they trust to talk to, no money to pay for medical care, no where to go for free
	insurance doesn’t cover, pediatricians don’t seem to know or care much about teen health
	community caught up in blaming teens for all ills; insurance coverage lacking for primary care


	Perception of what works in the community to prevent teen pregnancy
	nothing
	lots going on, not clear what is working because the problem is getting worse
	health department school-based initiative; much activity but fragmented with little coordination or leadership. 

	Other comments
	Few Hispanic, Asian participants
	few parents openly supported teen-based choices and contraception; were overruled by more vocal conservative participants 
	hard to find enough health care providers in private sector to participate
